Search out additional resources with your trainer to
complete all skills (workshops, other producers, agri-
businesses)

Perform an on-farm test of skill competencies

Communicate regularly with your school representative on
your progress

Attend regional training days when offered by your
regional coordinator

Attend the certification test at a regional test center when
scheduled

Turn in the test report forms to your school representative to
receive your credits

If incomplete, develop a further training plan with your trainer
